Dear Parent/Carer 

As part of the school’s Personal, Social and Health Education programme, your child will soon receive a unit of lessons on relationships, sexual health and personal safety.
The purpose of the upcoming unit is to provide knowledge and understanding of safe and healthy relationships based on love and respect. This is to encourage the eventual development of safe and healthy relationships in later life. The unit will develop understanding and attitudes which will help pupils to form relationships in a responsible and healthy manner and to appreciate the value of stable family life, including the responsibilities of parenthood and marriage.  

Your child will also receive units on other areas of PSHE. 
Year 7 and 8 will receive fortnightly character lessons based on the PixlEdge scheme. The scheme is intended, over time, to develop and accredit the life skills and attributes that employers are telling us they need – leadership, organisation, initiative, resilience and communication.  This will give students a qualification, which runs alongside their academic successes and recognises what they can do as well as what they know.

In order to gain the qualification at “Apprentice”, “Graduate” or “Masters” level, students need to complete a range of activities from an approved list.  The activities can be many and varied and can be undertaken in normal lessons, in extra-curricular clubs or outside of school.

Progress on the scheme will be managed by students themselves using a specially designed on-line application, with tutors and Heads of Year providing an oversight and awarding credits towards achieving the qualification.

Year 9 will receive PSHE lessons weekly and will rotate to cover various other topics such as: mental health, character, healthy eating, substance misuse, alcohol and careers.
